unrestricted access and potentially unlimited participation” (Barcena & Martin-Monje,

2014, p. 1), Language MOOCs (or LMOOCSs) have emerged as an enticing alternative to
traditional language education. Over the past decade, they have witnessed exponential
growth, driven by advancements in educational technology and the increasing demand
for accessible language learning opportunities (Sallam, Martin-Monje & Li, 2020; Zhang
& Sun, 2023).

Given their evolving nature and expanding applications, LMOOCs have been
redefined as “dedicated web-based online courses which deal with various aspects
related to second languages, such as language learning, language teaching and learning
methodology, linguistic expression of cultures, or language teacher education™
(Martin-Monje & Borthwick, 2024). A new taxonomy of LMOOCs proposed by Diez-
Arcon and Agonacs (2024) include six categories— general language learning
LMOOCs,LMOOCs for academic purposes, LMOOCs for professional purposes,
LMOOCs focused on a specific language skill development, cultural-oriented
LMOOC, and language meta-learning LMOOQOC:s.
